Ratl’)er than traveling northward along the coast of Tl’le Mediterranean \'SeaJ Tl’lﬁ Lorcl had them turn
southward into the desert wilderness of T he Sinai Peninsula where [e miraculously Proviclecl them with water and Manna. Jetl’lro, Moses' father-in-
Iaw, came to greet the Israe[ites after he heard of T}"Ié E_xoclus.

At Mount Sinai, Moses received T he T en Commandments from (God, which were P|acecl in ] he Ark of The Covenant. T he T abernacle was
also constructed then, with the | evites given the resPonsibf!itg forits oPeration and care. | he |sraclites then made their way northward. Aaron died at
Mount }“lor, and Moses died at Mount Nebo in 2669, near T}"Ié 5a|t Sea. The wilderness years of the ]5rae|ites ended when tl’leg crossed the
Jordan River near Jericho, only about 15 miles from Jerusalem in the same that Moses died.
